Her family in Adelaide needs her right now more than 
we do – as they go through a very difficult time. Yolanda has been a magnificent beginning teacher, 
taking on many leadership roles, and being a very capable teacher as well. Her lovely nature is admired 
by us all and we wish her well as she moves into this new phase in her life!

Due to the Year 12 Careers Expo in Melbourne on the 24th April, we held our ANZAC Day service on 
Thursday the 23rd April. Our School Captains and House Captains did us proud in the ceremony. The 
focus of my address was the first major Australian battle on the Western Front (the Somme) in World War 
1 when the casualty rate at Fromelles was twice that of the Gallipolli landing (5,533 casualties including 
1,917 dead in two days). My address linked to the recent announcement of the names of the 191 
Australian soldiers believed to be in the mass grave at Pheasant Woods, Fromelles along with over 200 
British dead. They are now being exhumed to be placed in individual named graves. The address also 
spoke about our link with Villers-Bretonneux, also on the Western Front, where 1,200 Australians lost 
their lives claiming back the town and where Victorian school children donated money in the 1920s to 
rebuild their school. This same town (which has “Never forget Australia” above every blackboard) is now 
donating money to rebuild a school burnt in the recent Victorian Bushfires more than 90 years after the 
battle!
