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From the Principal’s Desk …… 

We were delighted to hear that our students, who made over a 1,000 paper cranes for Japanese (1,100 in fact), 
came second in the competition for being so quick and for making so many paper cranes. The paper cranes were 
made by all our Japanese students. We were rewarded with:  
 a) a $250 book voucher from Dymocks; and also  
 b) $250 towards the cost of us seeing the performance of ‘Sadako and the 1,000 Cranes’ in the Capital 

Theatre, Bendigo in August. 
The paper cranes will be displayed at the Capital Theatre, and then packed and sent to Hiroshima for World Peace 
Day. A special thank you to 7Y who made a staggering 424 of those paper cranes! And also a big thanks to Hayashi 
Sensei for organising this effort. 
 

I have been pleased to see the students mostly in uniform this term and I expect that we can keep this up, now. 
Students should only be getting a Uniform Pass when there is an emergency, such as their jumper is not dry or their 
shoes have broken.  Facial jewellery is still not permitted at school and will have to be covered with a bandaid. It is 
best to leave this until students have left school.  
 

A reminder about mobile phones: phones are still not permitted at school - the policy has not changed. If a student 
has one, because they need to contact family after school, then they should remain in their bags and turned off 
during the day. No texting or phoning is permitted during class time at all. Any phones found turned on with students, 
or being used will be confiscated.  
Our policy with confiscated phones is to give the students three options: 

a) leave the phone at school for a week in the safe; 
b) have their parent come and collect the phone; or  
c) have the phone posted home, bubble-wrapped, for a fee of $5 to cover the costs. 

 

Due to the large number of young people who become distressed by the cyber-bullying that occurs (via mobile 
phones and also social networking sites such as My Space and Face Book along with MSN etc.) we ask parents to 
discuss with their children ways in which these electronic marvels can be managed in a psychologically healthy way. 
Students who were here last year heard Sgt. Roberta Barry from Swan Hill Police tell them how it is illegal to send 
threatening or harassing messages.  
We need to help our young people be safe in cyberspace. 
 

We look forward to seeing our Senior Students (Years 10, 11 and 12) dressed up for their Formal tonight. For current 
students, tickets will be still available at the door tonight, but guests (i.e. girlfriends and boyfriends from other schools) 
must have already had prior approval from me to come tonight. No other non-Cohuna SC people will be admitted to 
the Drama room. It will be a great night with ‘Electric Entertainment’ getting the music and lightshow moving. ($10 a 
ticket for door sales). There will be no pass outs.
