From the Princi.pal’s Desk

This week, Mrs. Glenys Mahler and myself attended a Briefing in Melbourne on the pilot “Rewarding
Teacher Excellence” program. This is a program that either rewards individual teachers or the whole
school, for improved student performance, if students’ improvement is in the top 20% of the state. We are
currently considering whether we wish to join the whole school reward program.

Litter has already started to be a problem again. We request that there is as little packaging as possible
brought from home in lunchboxes (this also helps the environment). We encourage students to bring a
cup and plate to school so that they do not need excess packaging from the canteen. We expect
students to put their litter in a bin and we are considering a range of measures to solve our current litter
problem e.g. shortening lunchtimes for clean-up duties if the yard is untidy; requiring students to remain in
designated areas to eat their lunch; imposing fines or bans from the canteen for a week if litterers are
identified; etc. Student ideas are welcome!

—and a useful learning experience.

Introduction of the Victorian Student Number

Our school is working with the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development to allocate a Victorian
Student Number (VSN) to each student at the school.

The VSN is a stident identification number that is being assigned to all students in government and non -government
schools, and students in Vocational Education and Training Institutions. The number, which is unique to each
student, will be used as a key identifieronast udent 6 s school records, and will r
his or her education, until reaching the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, randomly assigned, and tied to stable
information about the student (name, gender, date of birth).

The introduction of the Victorian Student Number will provide the capability to accurately detect patterns of student
movement through, and departure from, the Victorian education and training system. It will greatly improve the
collection and analysis of timely and accurate data about education in Victoria. The Department collects information
to track improvements made to the education system, identify areas that require further improvement, and to
analyse trends and identify future needs. The VSN will improve the accuracy, reliability and completeness of this
information, providing a better basis for assessing needs and developing policies to meet them.

You will see the VSN appear on student report cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit confirmations.
