SCHOOL BUS TRAVELLERS: 
These guidelines will take effect from the start of Term 2. 
 

At a meeting of bus drivers and school representatives last Tuesday three major issues emerged: 
 

a) It is the responsibility of parents who regularly meet their children at the bus stop, to arrive on time and be waiting 
for them. Bus drivers have been instructed to phone the house number when a child is not met at the bus 
stop (if this is the usual practice). If there is no answer, the child will remain on the bus and be brought back 
to town and left with the Principal of their school. The Principal of the school will then contact the parents by 

phone. Parents who are simply running late may collect their children from another regular bus stop further along the 
route (but must not stop the bus anywhere else on the road). Of course, this does not apply to students who regularly 
walk to and from the bus stop from their home. 
 

b) We encourage parents to discuss appropriate bus behaviour with their children, as well as the consequences of 
inappropriate behaviour. Students will be placed on a ñthree strikesò system. The first inappropriate behaviour 

will be a verbal warning to the student, the second will result in a written warning to parents and the third 
inappropriate behaviour will be removal from the bus for a period of time. 
 Å No food is permitted to be eaten on the bus at any time. 
 Å Students are to remain seated while the bus is moving. 
 Å All balls (footballs, cricket balls, superballs, marblesé) must remain in school bags during bus travel. 
   Otherwise bus captains will confiscate balls (plus a ñthree strikesò consequence will occur).  
 
c) It is not permitted for a parent to approach a bus driver on matters concerning discipline and/or behaviour on the 
buses, either during working hours or after hours. All communication to the bus drivers must be directed to the 
Principal of the school your son/daughter attends or by contacting Mr. Scott Ramsay, Bus Coordinator and our 

Assistant Principal (phone 5456 2555).
